Hanoi

Hanoi, Vietnam is the nation's capital, and its population is estimated at about 6.5 million
in the entire metropolitan area.

Hanoi sits on the Red River about a thousand miles north of the largest city in the
country, which is Ho Chi Minh City, formerly known as Saigon.

The year 2010 marked a thousand years since the city's official establishment.

Frommer's travel guide named the city one of the top destinations in the world for 2010.

The history of settlements at Hanoi dates back to 3,000 BC.

There is not much information about those early settlements, but historians have learned
a bit about the Co Loa citadel, which sat on the site of Hanoi somewhere around 200 BC.

Today Hanoi is rather unique because it serves as a melting pot for Chinese, French,
and Russian architecture.

A major expansion that happened in 2009 actually quadrupled the size of the city and
doubled the size of the population there.
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10. The expansion was made to accommodate the large amounts of traffic in the downtown

area.

11. Probably the most popular place to visitin Hanoi is Ho Chi Minh's Mausoleum, which sits

on Ba Dinh Square, which was where Ho Chi Minh officially declared Vietnam's

independence from Japan at the end of World War Il.

12. The mausoleum houses Ho Chi Minh's body and serves as a shrine to him.

13. Surrounding the mausoleum is an impressive garden where visitors can see an unusual

collection of bonsais and other donated plants from all over the country.

Did you Know?

Trong sudt chiéu dai lich st, Ha Néi da nhiéu lan duoc thay tén. Khi nguoi Trung Quéc théng
tri Viét Nam, thanh phd dugc goi 1a Long Bién. Sau ndy thanh phé duoc déi tén thanh Téng
Binh, réi Long D4, va cubi cung la Thanh Pai La ndm 866. Pai La trd thanh kinh dé cla Viét



Nam vao ndm 1010 khi vi hoang dé dau tién ctiia Nha Ly doi dé vé ndi day. Theo truyén
thuyét dan gian, ng da nhin thay mét con réng tréi 1én tir Séng Héng va bay 1én troi, nén da
déi tén thanh phé thanh Thang Long, nghia la "réng bay Ién" trong tiéng Viét. Ndm 1397 thi
dé dugc doi ra ngoai. Khi ngudi Phap chiém Viét Nam lam thudc dia, ho da doi thd dé vé
thanh phdé vao ndm 1887. Tén cla thanh phd dudc thay déi mét Ian cubi cting thanh Ha Néi
to do.

Throughout the years, Hanoi has changed names several times. When the Chinese ruled
Vietnam, the city's name was Long Bien. It was changed to Dong Binh during this time, then
Long Do, and finally Dai La Citadel in 866. Dai La became the capital city of Vietnam in 1010
when the first emperor of the Ly Dynasty moved it there. According to folklore, he saw a
dragon coming up the Red River there, so he changed the name again to Thang Long, which
means "rising dragon" in English. In 1397 the capital was moved away from the area. When
the French colonized Vietnam, they moved the capital city back to the site in 1887. This was
when the name was finally changed to Hanoi.
